Structure & Process 

 We’ll be using Luther’s Small Catechism as the primary text. By itself it is simple enough 
for children, but deep and clear enough for meditation and contemplation.  

 We will use the Lutheran Service Book (our hymnal) as a basic devotional aid and for in-
class examples 

 We will discuss each Chief Part in order together. Reading the Explanation of each part 
after discussion can be done at home.  

 Attendance each week is encouraged. The more you come and participate, the more you 
will get out of it. 

 After looking at the Chief Parts, we will have a general session about Grace’s particulars. 

 

Goals 

Christianity involves the whole person. A Christian knows who God is and what He has done, 
and will do.
